towns and infrastructure to cater for the increasing population may be one of the solutions in the
short run. However, in the long run, certain mlgratlon policies may be the last resort to solve the
problem of over-population. For instance, it can be achieved by encouraging those elderly who
have relatives overseas to leave Hong Kong by providing them with subsidies in their travelling

expenses.

Readers of our project may find that we have put much emphasis on analysing changes. That is
indeed our main point of analysis. We aim at making sensible and objective predictions to foresee

how the society in future will be. We prefer to analyse them in a broader sense, rather than a

focusing approach. That is what makes our “documentary” kaleidoscopic. It is time to say “Cut,
good take!”
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
